I greatly appreciate your and Senator X’s support for the Dear Colleague letter being circulated by Senators X & Y requesting $$$ million for the State and Tribal Wildlife Grants in FY12.  This is the fourth year in a row the Senator has signed on to the letter—he’s a great champion for wildlife conservation work in Kansas!  As I think you know, the State and Tribal Wildlife Grants Program is the only program specifically designed to prevent endangered species listings.  Kansas Department of Wildlife and Parks is doing great and important work to conserve natural areas, conduct inventories of rare species, and implement stream monitoring and assessments, all of which are priority actions identified in the Kansas Wildlife Action Plan.  This work is helping to ensure future generations of Kansans will have the same opportunity to enjoy wildlife that the current generation does.  If $90 million is ultimately approved for the program next fiscal year then the state of Kansas will be apportioned approximately $1 million to invest in job-creating priority wildlife conservation work.
